Minutes: Minutes from the October 18, 2006 meeting were approved.

Reports:

Music Ministry – Doreen Choong:  Doreen is visiting with Mrs. Wendt, Holy Name Catholic School Principal, about helping the students with morning prayer and teaching them parts of new songs.  Doreen also helps the school music teacher, Ms. Kessler when necessary with the music for the school Mass. Students are still unconfident when it comes to cantering.  They try to stay with songs that are known to them.  It was suggested that the Music Ministers for the Sunday Liturgy sit in the front pew just behind the piano/organ instead of disappearing to the music alcove.  Doreen is enjoying her Ministry and continues to look for volunteers to play the piano/organ on weekends and holidays.  There is still interest from parishioners to help with the youth music during the 5:30 pm Mass on Sunday evening.  The possibility of the younger children alternating weekends and continuing to share in Music Ministry at that time was discussed.  

Liturgy Committee – John Bigelow:  John is working is working with the schedulers for Altar Servers, Lectors and Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion on a program that simplifies the coordination of family members that share in all the Ministries for the weekend Liturgy.  There will be a general training scheduled in the early part of the new year for EM’s.  EM’s will be encouraged to line up a substitute if they are unable to serve on their scheduled weekend.  

Long Range Planning – Walt Wragge:  The committee will meet with Sue Sharp on Mon., Dec. 4th.  They anticipate two more sessions with Sue in hopes of wrapping up loose ends.  The firm Malone, Belton, and Abel have been contacted and asked to review how the properties owned by Holy Name might best be utilized to build a sense of community for the parish and school.  The committee is working diligently on creating action plans for the 3-goals; #1 - education for the members of Holy Name, #2 – physical plant, and #3 – parish participation.  Duane Madsen will represent the Pastoral Council at the Dec. 4th meeting.

Ogg has been in contact with Bishop Ricken on the subject and is waiting for his written response to the Popes guidelines.  Fr. Ogg will address each Voice from the Pew with a written response.  A notice will be placed in the bulletin and newsletter that guidelines are forth coming and that  training on the matter will take place once the Bishop has shared his requirements with the Diocese.

A letter was shared about the design of our church and how exciting it is that we keep moving forward, in small but unique ways, with each new “decade” of our church history.
